    Identifying Jesus as the Son of God is clearly the 
principal thrust of today’s Gospel. A remarkable theophany 
follows John’s baptism of Jesus. God the Father’s voice “came 
from the heavens, saying ‘This is my beloved Son, with 
whom I am well pleased’” (Matthew 3:17). Matthew here 
as always, stresses the fulfillment of the old covenant in the 
new. Today’s first reading from Isaiah speaks of the Suffering 
Servant: “Here is my servant whom I uphold/my chosen one 
with whom I am pleased” (Isaiah 42:1). God tells the psalmist, 
“You are my son; today I am your father”(Psalm 2:7). 
    The appearance of the Trinity is completed as the Holy 
Spirit, “descending like a dove and coming upon him,” 
anoints Jesus for His ministry (Matthew 3:16). Today’s second 
reading stresses this role of the Spirit: “God anointed Jesus 
of Nazareth with the Holy Spirit and power”(Acts 10:38). 
Isaiah also presents the Suffering Servant “upon whom I put 
my spirit” (Isaiah 42:1).
    The Baptism of Jesus is fittingly celebrated the week 
after Epiphany. The events at the Baptism make it clear that 
this is another “epiphany,” a manifestation of Jesus as Son of 
God. The voice of God at the Baptism, however, is the first 
public proclamation of Christ as the Son of God.
    The Baptism itself is an important event in the life of 
Jesus, mentioned in all four Gospels. Matthew alone deals 
with an obvious problem. Why would the Son of God allow 
Himself to be baptized by a human being? Jesus responds 
to the Baptist, “Allow it now, for thus it is fitting for us to 
fulfill all righteousness”(Matthew 3:15). The righteousness 
or justice of God is God’s will to save all. Part of God’s plan 
is for Jesus to identify Himself with sinners and bring God’s 
salvation to them. When His enemies are scandalized that He 
associates with sinners, Jesus replies, “I did not come to call 
the righteous but sinners”(Mark 2:17). His Baptism is an early 
proof that He does identify with sinners to win forgiveness 
for their sins.
