Years ago, Father Joe Champlin, a priest of the diocese 
of Syracuse, presented at a workshop for clergy a wedding 
homily that offered three words of advice to the couple: 
Share. Care. Be fair. I wonder now if he got this message 
from John the Baptist. John gives pretty much this same 
advice to the people who come to him. He calls the crowds 
to share their clothing. He tells the tax collectors to care 
about those whom they were known to overtax. And he 
urges soldiers not to abuse their power, but to act fairly 
toward an oppressed people who had little recourse against 
Roman military might.

These three words of good advice can speak today to 
our own lives, as individuals and as a nation. They offer 
a profile of reform, of living in a way that looks beyond 
oneself to others. Luke’s John is very much in line with 
Luke’s call to care for the poor and lowly, the oppressed 
and the downtrodden.

John knew who he was and who he was not. He 
preached that “one mightier than I is coming…who will 
baptize you with the Holy Spirit and fire” (Luke 3:16). John 
expected someone who would bring judgment and separate 
the wheat from the chaff, tossing the worthless into the 
fire. But the one who came was first of all a “Savior,” as 
Luke emphasizes, and as we will hear on Christmas night, 
Jesus was even better news than John expected. Which is 
great news for us.
